2) Look at the map on page 403. In what year was French West Africa conquered? Name the eight modern nations that were part of French West Africa.

3) According to the text on page 404, Europeans encouraged rivalries among the African ethnic groups. What does this mean? Why do you think the Europeans would do this? What advantage would it bring to Europeans?

4) Who was the first leader of Zimbabwe? According to the world factbook on the website www.cia.gov, who is the leader today? According to the website what type of government do they have today? Explain why this seems inaccurate.

5) Explain the difference between nationalism and internationalism. Explain the meaning of Pan- Africanism. Is this more similar to nationalism or internationalism? Explain.

6) When we discussed Europe we described two economic reasons why Europeans colonized Africa. Explain them.

7) Explain what strike is and what a boycott is. How did Africans use these to gain independence? Explain their impact on the two economic reasons that Europeans were in Africa.

8) Explain how Algerians gained their independence? How many more Algerians were killed than French? How many times more Algerians died? Why do you think there is such a large difference?

9) Compare the maps on pages 403 and 408. What was Malawi formerly known as? What modern nations were formed from Gold Coast and Northern Rhodesia?

10) Look at the women in the picture on page 409. Do they look like Africans or do they look like they come from somewhere else? Where is Mauritius located? Look at the map on page 195. These people come from another British colony nearby. What do you think it is?
