5) According to the text, most people live in apartments with electric fans or air conditioning. Based on what you know about per capita GDP, does this statement seem accurate? Explain why. Which do you think is more common, fans or air conditioners? Explain why.

6) According to the text, families often share a courtyard with their animals. What effect do you think this will have on healthcare in Egypt? Explain why.
