3) Look at the graph on page 157. Name the wettest and driest month in each city and quantify the precipitation. Name the warmest and coldest month in each city and quantify the temperature.

4) Look at the graph on page 157. Assume that in order to grow crops the temperature must be at least 60 degrees. During how many months is it possible to farm in Barcelona and Irkutsk? How will this affect per capita GDP? Explain.

5) Explain what the Gulf Stream and the North Atlantic current are. How do they affect the per capita GDP in Europe? Explain.

6) Look at the map on page 163. Quantify the precipitation in AZ, USA and in Namibia. Describe the per capita GDP in each place. How can you explain this seeming contradiction?

7) According to the map on page 159, what type of forest is found near Paris? Near Helsinki? Explain the difference.

8) Look at the map on page 168. Describe the resources found on the Kamchatka Peninsula and on Sakhalin Island.

9) Explain what tundra means. According to the map on page 168, where can this be found? What economic activity is likely to occur there? Why do you think so?

10) Look at the map on page 168. What resource is found along the Volga River? Explain how will the use of this resource affect global warming?
