3) According to the text, much of the land in East Asia is not suitable for farming. Name and explain at least two steps that these nations have taken to increase agricultural production.

4) Look at the map on page 581. What adjective could you use to describe the climate of China? Explain why. Could this word be used to describe the other East Asian nations? Explain why.

5) Look at the map on page 578. Name a city with a population of less than five million people in each of the nations. Name the four cities in East Asia with populations over ten million.

6) Look at the maps on pages 578 and 581. Do you think that more food is produced in eastern China or western China? Provide two explanations, one human and one physical.

7) China is the largest nation in East Asia. Name the fourteen nations that share a border with it.

8) Describe the population density in western China. Using the maps in this chapter, provide at least two possible reasons why this is the case.

9) Compare the natural resources in China to those of the other nations in East Asia. Based solely on this, make a prediction about which nation has the highest and lowest per capita GDP. Based on what you know, identify a variable that explains why this prediction is wrong.

10) Explain the meaning of archipelago and peninsula. Provide an example of each of these in Asia and in Europe.
