Part 2 

All groups have been assigned three nations. Using the website www.cia.gov and other available sources, collect data regarding wealth, health, education, and climate and make a determination about whether each nation is ideal or non-ideal. Use the first data sheet to record your findings.

Part 3

Using the population data that has been provided, determine the population in each nation in each of the given years. Round all population figures to the nearest 1,000. Calculate the percent change during each period. All percents should be rounded to the nearest tenth. Use the second data sheet to record your findings.

Part 4

Graph the percent change in population in each of the time periods. I will provide you with separate directions to help you do this.

Part 5

Summarize your findings. For each of the three nations, describe the level of education, the treatment of women, the quality of healthcare, the level of wealth and the type of climate. Be specific. Your summary should be written using the same directions as those for the hypothesis.

Part 6

State whether your hypothesis is correct or not. 

If it is not correct, you must provide at least two possible explanations as to why population grows more rapidly in the places you predicted it would grow slowly and two reasons why it grows more slowly in the places you predicted it would grow rapidly.

If it is correct, you must provide a pro and a con of the growth rate in both types of nations and two steps that nations could take to increase population growth if it is slow and decrease population growth if it is high.
