Prepositional phrases are made up of prepositions and a noun or pronoun (object of preposition).
The object of the preposition (OP) is the last word of the prepositional phrase.
The OP is only one word.

Examples of prep phrases (underlined word is the preposition)
	
inside the smelly classroom
by me
at noon
in Boston
for many years
into the cold ocean
